SUMMARY

The semantic field is an integral unit of any language and its units and volume
change with time (due to the emergence of neologisms and disappearance of
archaisms). That is why it requires constant research and analysis of its structural
components.

The study is devoted to determining the structure of the lexico-semantic field
"FEELING" in the TV series "Grey's Anatomy" (5-7 seasons). In the course of the
work, there was clarified the history of the concept of "lexico-semantic field"; there
was studied the structure of the lexical-semantic field in the works of linguists; there
were defined the principles of the construction of semantic field; there were
distinguished the types of lexical-semantic field; there was investigated the study of

the concept of "feeling™ in the writings of scientists; there were allocated the nuclear



and peripheral zones of the lexico-semantic field FEELING in the series Grey's
Anatomy (5-7 seasons); there were singled out the lexical-thematic and lexical-
semantic groups in the peripheral zone of the lexical-semantic field "FEELING".

The lexical-semantic field "FEELING", like any other lexical-semantic field, has
a complex hierarchical structure formed from the core and the periphery, which
consists of lexemes from different parts of the language. The analysis of lexical-
semantic fields is important for revealing the linguistic foundations of intercultural
communication, since the field is the main structure that organizes the thesaurus of
the language. Further investigation of the lexical-semantic field "FEELING" is
needed in the study of the concept "feeling” on the material of contemporary artistic
and journalistic texts.
